TUFor the DVR-NET SetupUT
On the videodigitalsecurity.com website, go to TUhttp://www.videodigitalsecurity.com/dvrUT and right click and save the DVR-Net_11.06.5.zip file (or the version 11.02.2 depending on your needs)  to your computer.  Once you save and open this file, you can extract the files to a folder and run the setup.exe file.
 

1.    After setup completes, click to launch the new icon for DVR-Net software on your desktop.
2.    You will need to first create a login, by clicking New, and then creating a user and password. For ease of use make this match the login information on you video system.  Next select the Edit button.
3.    Then configure the Site Setup tab using the Configuration tab.  (remember to save and apply)
4.    Enter your DNS site name or static IP address, User Name , Password T  (* to purchase a DNS name, call BrayGunn & C. locally at phone #1-800-254-8848 ext: 202)T
5.    Click ok, then save,and apply.
6.    Choose Setup Connection Mode, single and choose your site from the dropdown.
7.    Click ok, then save, apply, and close.
8.    Then select the login tab.

TUFor the WEB versionUT
Open Internet Explorer (version 6 or above) to the full internet address or your DNS site.  (ex: TUhttp://mydnsname.whatever.comUT)
Load the Active-X controls when prompted.  Select Ok and allow firewall pop-ups relating to this action.
After screen changes to black, you can enter your username and password (lower right corner) to login.
 

If you are prompted during the install or setup to Block or Allow internet connections through the firewall, that are associated with DVR or Web software you are installing, click to allow.
